THE STORY

The Cornu family settled in the town of Ladoix in 1870 and
established the domaine in 187/5. Edmond Cornu assumed
command of the estate in 1956 and in 1959 began to
bottle the fruits of his labor. Up to that time all wines made
at the estate had been sold to negociants. As the private
clientele increased, Cornu also expanded the domaine. With
the ascension of his son, Pierre, to full participation in the
domaine, this dynamic family has aggressively pursued
additional opportunities to acquire prime vineyard sites.
Having expanded the domaine, Pierre is now joined by his

cousin, Emmanuel Boireau, in supervising the vineyard and
cellar work.
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
