Conti in Burgundy. When he returned back to the Napa Valley
he worked with Andy Erickson (Screaming Eagle, Dalle Valle,
etc). Our consulting team for the winemaking are Benoit
Touquette (winemaker at Realm) & Michel Rolland. Mr. David
Abreu planted the vineyards and is the Vineyard Manager.

The Adjectives
OVERALL: Full-bodied and Expressive Cabernet
Sauvignon.
AROMAS / FLAVORS: Lots of cassis fruits, spicy oak,
lead pencil, and subtle floral and spicy notes.
