The
company then went into a period of corporate ownership
before returning to independent ownership in 2007/, under
longtime Seppelt winemaker and viticulturist Warren
Randall. The estate has become a continuation of the Seppelt
family legacy, with a focus on world-class, historic fortified
wines as well as affordable, balanced and nuanced classic
dry wine styles. Seppeltsfield is dedicated to respecting its

significant history alongside an eye to the future: respecting
its heritage in @ modern world.
