THE STORY

The grandson of the winery’s founder Giuseppe (whose name
still graces the labels), Alessandro Attanasio farms seven
hectares of primarily bush-trained Primitivo in the province of
Taranto, hard on the northern coast of the lonian Sea in
southern Puglia. He works these stingy old vines—which give
him 40 hectoliters per hectare in a bountiful vintage, and 20 in a
tough one—according to old agrarian practices: following the
phases of the moon; employing only copper and sulfur to treat
against disease; fertilizing with manure and humus; and these
being bush vines, conducting all vineyard work manually and
harvesting by hand. This zone's reddish soils of silty clay over
friable tufo limestone yield wines of intensely rich fruit shot
through with a cleansing minerality.
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
